Did You Know?

Castle Clinton was very nearly destroyed in the 1940s as
part of a project to build a second Brooklyn bridge. The
project was not stopped, but moved underground. Today,
the Brooklyn-Battery Tunnel (officially the Hugh L. Carey
Tunnel) runs under the site.

Find the Cannons

The cannons at Castle Clinton are what
helped give the site its original name
“Southwest Battery.”

The term “battery” means a group of
cannon in a fixed fortification, for either
coastal or frontier defense. It also refers
to the placement of artillery during a
battle.
