There were many routes to the
gold fields. The routes typically
began in a west coast town like

Seattle and headed north to the
towns of Skagway and Dyea.

Once in Alaska, the journey
continued on foot over the
mountains and hundreds of miles
up the Yukon River. It took gold
seekers around nine months to
reach their destination- the gold
fields.

Gold seekers who rushed
to the Klondike were called
“stampeders.”

Of the 100,000 men, women, and
children who set out for the Klondike,
only about 40,000 made it to the gold
fields. The Klondike Gold Rush was a
long and dangerous journey. At each
stage of the rush, more and more
people turned back.
